(c) “Base Rate”: the base customs duty from which the tariff elimination
programme starts which will be the most-favoured-nation tariff rate

applied on 1 January 2012.

(d) “End Date”: the year in which the customs duty goes to zero (i.e.

duty free) for the product concerned.

2. The base rate and the rate of customs duty for each year of the
customs duty elimination programme for a product are indicated for
that product in the Schedule. The customs duty elimination

programme for each product shall be implemented as follows:

(b) Products with an End Date of Year 4: first reduction on 1 January
following entry into force of the Agreement and subsequent
reductions on 1 January of each following year, as provided for in
the Schedule.
